Arrival Lima airport: transfer to hotel, introductory speech.

Flight Lima-Tumbes, then travel Tumbes - Chiclayo. Visit to Catacaos artisan center of the north of
Peru.

Arrival to Chiclayo at the end of the day.

Chiclayo. Visit to Tucume and the Tucume Museum, Visit to Lambayeque and the Brunnign Museum
where it is possible to see the collection of the treasure of The Lord of Sipan, the Moche king who
was buried in this area.

Chiclayo — Trujillo (206km). Visit to the tomb of The Lord of Sipan, visit to the Huaca del Brujo,
continue to Trujillo City. Carretera Chiclayo, Cajamarca. Cajamarca Chanchan, Trujillo.

Trujillo. Chan Chan, the largest city in the world in its time, built entirely with adobe. Moche Valley to
visit Huaca del Sol and Huaca de la Luna, temples dedicated to the sun and the moon.

Truijillo. Visit to Sechin. Pativilca, Huaraz,

Huaraz Chavin (115 KM) citadel, Chavin monolith. Pativilca, Caral, several temples, first civilization
to emerge in Peru but had no agriculture. Paramonga, Lima

Lima. Ritual visit to Pachagamaq, one of most visited sanctuaries during the Inka Times.
Lima - Cuzco flight. Transfer to hotel for rest and adapting to high altitude.

Sacred Valley. Ritual visit to Pisaq to work with the 7 levels and solar connection.

Moray. Ollantaytambo, where it is possible to appreciate Inka architecture and engineering.

Machu Picchu. Transfer to the train station Ollantaytambo, train to Machu Picchu, visit to the citadel
of Machu Picchu, return back to Cuzco by train.

Cuzco city. Visit to the city of Cuzco and the most important temples of the valley of Cuzco:
Tambomachay, Sagsayhuaman, Qoricancha.

Cuzco - Wakarpay. Lake of Huascar Inka. Pikillacta, citadel south of Cuzco. Andahailillas. Sicuani,
Catholic temple, Andean blending, interesting paintings.

Raqchi - Puno. Ritual at the Temple of Wiragocha Raqchi, ritual of unification of the group, and
coronation ritual. Pukara.

Puno, colonial city on the lake. Urus, floating island in the Titicaca lake, Amantani island.
Puno - Copacabana. Sanctuary, crossing the border from Peru to Bolivian side.

Titicaca Lake, Island of the Sund and Island of the Moon, visit by boat to The Sacred Lake, related
with the emergence of Manqo Qapac (Inkari, mythical founder of the Inka culture).

Copacabana, La Paz.
La Paz, Tiahuanaco, Pomata church. Chukuito, place of the Inka phalloses, related with fertility.
Amaru Muru, Wiragocha emerging from the underground. Inka uyu, ascension.

Visit to Sillustani royal cementery. Juliaca - Lima. Return home.
